• A stratified sampling approach for mineral sourcing was applied with 50% of all mineral inputs and 

over 75% of suppliers. A qualitative assessment was made of documented procedures (COMR-PR-X) 

and processes in operation during the assurance to verify these are the same as those used during the 

audit period. The mass balance was verified and the methodology to collate values was subject to a 

qualitative assessment.

As reported by Operaciones Metalúrgicas S.A. (OMSA), mineral supply 
is limited to Bolivian sourcing from areas the company does not 
determine to be CAHRA. Use of an Aligned Joint Initiative (JI) or 
Institutionalised Mechanism (IM) for on the ground assessment in a 
CAHRA is not relevant.

The Supply Chain Policy describes the management processes and 
scope.

Guidance of Responsible Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflict-
Affected and High-Risk Areas and the exact risks within the standard. 
The policy confirms that OMSA has no Annex II risks associated with 
mineral sourcing. Suppliers sign and agree to terms, which include 
confirmation of OMSA policies and content.

The strong and well-established system is in place at OMSA to collect 
and record all necessary information for the red flag review. This is 
specified in the procedures with explicit reference to the documents 
and information required for the red flag review. The Company 
collates the information required for the red flag review (RFR) via 
documented procedures as verified by the auditor: 

- COMP-PR-01 - Selection, Registration and Monitoring of 

Primary Material 

- COMP-PR-02 – Buying Primary Materials 

- COMP-PR-03 – Identification of Risks in the Supply Chain 

- COMP-PR-06 – Know Your Counterparty (KYC). 

 

The auditor verified the suppliers, the KYC process and identification 
of beneficiaries and sampled records of critical persons with 
significant control of the supply from the mining cooperatives, the 
mineral transaction documentation (contracts, documents indicating 
the municipality of extraction, quantities and dates) and corroborated 
this evidence with transport documents and receipt approvals at 
OMSA facilities.  
 
The auditors concluded that OMSA's record of the outcome of the red 
flag review, which found no red flags, is accurate. 
 
1C:5 – Minerals from supplying smelters information requirements 
 

• The auditor verified there is no supplying smelters or a 
tolling agreement. 

 
1C:6 – Metal products unused for primary purpose information 
requirements 
 

• The auditor verified no metal products unused for their 
primary purpose were received or used in the audit period.

• The auditor verified that no out-of-scope mineral or material 
was received in the audit period.

• The company conducts supplier assessments before forming 
contracts. In addition, OMSA performs a programme of 
supplier visits to verify extraction, critical persons involved, 
disputes and conditions of extraction, and potential 
grievances that may be raised. We verified the process of 
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generating the mass balance system and sampled the data 
used to compile the annual mass balance system. We 
confirm this was within 5% accuracy (3.86%).

We verified that OMSA does not have either minerals or suppliers 
linked to CAHRA.

We verified that OMSA suppliers are long-term Bolivian cooperatives. 
The Company asks all suppliers to read and agree to the supplier 
letter that sets out OMSA's expectations, including compliance with 
their Supply Chain Policy and Commercial Policy.  
 

The Company continues to build on relationships with its suppliers, 

including artisanal suppliers of small quantities, by (a) visiting suppliers 

to conduct spot checks and solicit information about potential 

grievances, (b) providing documented information on the receipt and 

segregation of deliveries, assay sampling and laboratory records of the 

purity of supply and the ability of suppliers to witness the receipt and 

assay sampling process.

We confirmed during the assurance visit that OMSA: 

• identifies all mineral origins and suppliers, beneficiaries and 
key persons involved with the cooperatives; 

• reviews and verifies documentation required by the Bolivian 
government to confirm the trade and transport of minerals 
within the country before accepting receipt into the 
smelter's warehouse; 

• determines the expected monthly and annual output of 
mineral supply per cooperative and mine based on a record 
of all suppliers' historical measurements of monthly and 
yearly quantities in addition to the results of supplier visits 
to mines, and did not identify any implausible quantities; 

• did not identify any red flags and documented the findings. 

• has a procedure to determine CAHRAs though red flags were 
not identified.
